This means it has a sprinkler
system and has to meet very high
mechanical and fire safety stan-
dards.

The basement is completely
excavated. Most of the dirt had
to be hauled off site. The under-
ground services which includes
the pipes for water, sewer and
storm drainage are in the proc-
ess of being installed. One of the
next steps will be pouring the
concrete for the floor and foun-
dation. Bison Way has been
paved and is open, providing
better access to the site.
